Henry Street House of 36 Society Street siands a mere skip from the Charleston Harbor and jump from the
orchestra’s Gaillard Center venue. Positioned in the heart of the Ansonborough neighborhood, the circa-1840 Greek
Revival manse boasts dramatic double piazzas, fine decorative plaster ceilings, elegant mouldings, and original
fireplaces.

The Designer: Working from her office
within lighting and furnishings hub Ro Sham

Beaux on King Street, Kim Rayburn is passionate
about art and design. She draws on her global travels
to create dynamic spaces for commercial and residential clients using

unique elements sourced both locally and internationally.

The Room: As the first “room” visitors encounter, this airy piazza sets
the home’s tone with a fresh and relaxed feel awash in texture. An array
of seating—from durable wrought-iron chairs and a sofa to the Original
Charleston Bedswing—invites casual lounging. Driftwood, shell, and pale
wood accents echo the property’s coastal environs while a large collection

of pillows and fabrics cozy up the outdoor space.

Bright Idea: In much the same way layered lighting can add ambi-
ance to an interior room, lamps and lanterns lend inviting warmth to an

exterior porch.

Inspired by items traded and imported in our
historic port city, she gathered natural and exotic elements such as oversize
floral print wallpaper, a marble table and rattan chairs, and the over-the-
top crystal chandelier that gives a nod to Murano, Italy. Adding to the
conversation is a portrait of fashion icon Iris Apfel crafted completely of
bottle caps by local artist Molly B. Right.

Seek & Hide: Find creative ways to camouflage utilities. Here, the
designer used a removable wallpaper (“Wallflower” in “lilac” by Julianne

Taylor Style for Mitchell Black) to conceal the electrical fuse box.

sories with contemporary flair. Aimed at outfitting
living spaces to reflect their inhabitants, the Mount
Pleasant showroom features products that embody

chic and elegant design.

The Rooms: Engelby enlisted local artist Aubrey
Brackett to orchestrate the high note of this room:

a wall-sized chinoiserie garden scene crafted with
Venetian plaster (pictured below). Keeping this
three-dimensional installation in the spotlight, the
remaining walls were finished in an unobtrusive
golden paper by Mitchell Black that complements the
fireplace surround. At the room’s heart, snug seating
welcomes quiet conversation, and riveted stools stand
in place of a traditional coffee table to create flexibil-
ity for entertaining. Guests seeking a front-row seat
to the magnificent Steinway & Sons SPIRIO player
piano can gather round a nearby skirted table.

In the Mix: Harmonize multiple patterns and tex-
tures by balancing large- and small-scale prints with
plenty of texture. In this room, the hand-blocked
window sheers by Peter Fasano were banded in cut

velvet and edged with ombre tassels.

The Designer: For more than 25 years, Heidi

Huddleston has dreamed up award-winning solutions
for kitchens, baths, and offices from Kennebunkport to
Kiawah. The Certified Kitchen Designer focuses on cost-

effective solutions and innovation to create savvy, functional spaces.

The Room: Rooted in a garden theme, the hall bathroom’s fresh design uses
bold color, playful pattern, and classic finishes to evoke a spirit of spring. The
vanity, inspired by the Pantone color of the year, “Greenery;” grounds the long
and narrow space; the hue carries over into the trellis-printed Roman shade

and shower curtain.

Big Impact: Don't shy away from large-scale art in a small space. In this
case, plaster artist Emily Harris’s oversize mixed-media installation, reminiscent
of the ancient stucco dressing many South of Broad homes, works to boost the

alfresco motif.

The Designers: A distinctive fine-art consulting
service created by respected custom framer Carol

Williams (at left) and artist/designer Mary Frances
Bishop, Charleston Art Brokers presents, promotes,
and sells original works by established and emerging fine-art painters,

sculptors, and photographers from throughout the South.

The Room: With its stately mouldings and high ceilings, the long
upstairs hallway provided a grand backdrop for a bold and whimsical
collection of paintings and photographs. “We chose art that continued the
dialogue of old architectural features and bright, contemporary spaces,”
explain the designers, who diversified frame finishes and materials to attain

an eclectic aesthetic.

Reframe Your Approach: When hanging artwork in an asymmetrical

space, first place one or two large-scale works and then group smaller pieces

on an adjacent wall.

Updated
black-and-white wallpaper creates a graphic backdrop that calls to mind
Charleston’s iconic iron gates, and the palette repeats in the cabinetry, rug, and
wrought-iron chandelier. Splashes of “haint” blue in the tile backsplash and two

original artworks awash in vibrant color visually break up the small space.

The Room: Preferring to focus on a client rather than a motif,

the designer envisioned this retreat’s inhabitant as a man with a
keen interest in Lowcountry nature, photography, architecture, and
history. To balance the textural brick wall, the designer commissioned
Suzanne Allen to create a luster stone finish on the remaining walls.
Wildlife photography by Chris Smith, hung in a grid, and a large-
scale painting of the Upstate foothills by Lynn Boggess, provide depth

in the small space.

Man Up: Rely on strong contrast to evoke a masculine look. Here, a

graphic cowhide rug enhances the patina of the homeowner’s desk.

The Room: Fashioned to be a space where the lady of the house
can escape the noise and busyness of a home filled with children

and guests, this study is a nod to sophistication and grace. To begin,
Fleuren replaced old paneling with a stunning damask wall covering.
An antique French planting table and desk add functionality to the
beautiful suite. The Barbara Flowers painting, Venice, and original art

by Jeff Erickson define the client: “traveled, elegant, and soft”

Trick the Eye: Create vertical lines to visually raise the height of a
room. In this tight space, the designer painted the narrow closet doors
in a stronger color than the wall and devised drapery panels the full
height of the room with a contrasting trim.
